Marriage: A Divine Design
Dear brothers and sisters,
God created Adam and Eve and initiated 

the family life. He shared His plan: leave, 
cleave, and weave. If not, you will ‘grieve’! 
It happened to the first family. 
Leaving. “…a man shall leave his father 
and mother…” “Leave” is very strong and 

means “to cut off, abandon, and leave behind.” When you 
marry, you must leave your previous relationships and 
begin a new one to/with your spouse. 
Cleaving: “…and be joined to his/her wife/husband.” 
Once you leave, you then need to be committed to or be 
permanently glued together, be “welded” or “cemented” 
together. It is a unique joining of two people into one    
entity. This is a divine transaction. This is why divorce is 
not a ‘divine design’ but a human.
Weaving. “...the two will become one flesh...”  Once   
leaving and cleaving occur, you can experience weaving 
as you become one - in heart, mind, soul, etc. This unity 
is to be experienced emotionally, spiritually, and         
physically. In God’s marital math, 1+1=1. The idea of   
oneness affirms the indissolubility of marriage.  

Marriage is a covenant. It’s like mashed potatoes. You 
take two potatoes, one sweet and the other regular, boil 
to soften them, and then mash them into one. Thus God 
had uniquely mashed a married couple's lives together in 
the Sacrament of Marriage. When the marital vow is   
broken, ‘grieving’ is sure to follow. (Malachi 2:16)  The 
best and easiest way is to ‘cleave’ to God. 

Over their 35 years of marriage, a wife had given her 
husband a daily grapefruit for breakfast. One day, she ran 
out of grapefruit and apologized profusely to her husband. 
The husband smiled and replied, “That’s okay, dear. I    
never liked grapefruit anyway.” He wasn’t going to let     
anything sour their relationship. The sanctity of marriage is 
grounded in God himself. Let us cleave to God and grieve 
God in our families! Blessings!   Msgr. Xavier
